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TERMS OF COMPETITION 

 
1. Rules of Golf 
 

The international match shall be played in accordance with the Rules of Golf and such Local 
Rules and Terms of Competition as shall be approved by the host federation. 
 
2. Eligibility 
 

2.1 All players must be of Amateur Status as defined by The Rules of Amateur Status. 
2.2 The eligibility of players to play for their Country shall be their eligibility to play in the 
closed Amateur Championship of their Country. 
 
3. Control and Management 
 

3.1 The control of this meeting vests in the Championship Committee of the host federation. 
The meetings shall be held in each country in turn, in the following rotation: 

England 2023, 2027, 2031 
Spain 2025, 2029, 2033 

3.2 The matches shall be played on such dates as shall be fixed by the national federations. 
3.3 The management of the meeting shall be undertaken by an organising committee of the 
host federation. In addition, in the case of a dispute or appeal, a Championship Committee, 
made up of one member from each country and chaired by the host federation 
representative, shall preside. 
3.4 The decision of the Championship Committee on any point shall be final. Three members 
shall form a quorum, and while the matches are in progress at least one member shall remain 
in the vicinity of the clubhouse and be available for immediate consultation. The Chair shall 
have the casting vote. 
 
4. Format 
 

4.1 Teams shall consist of 10 players, 6 men and 4 women. 
4.2 The match shall be played on two consecutive days. 
4.3 Each game shall consist of 18 holes of match play. 
4.4 Three foursomes (men) and two foursomes (women) shall be played in the morning and 
ten singles in the afternoon. 
 
5. Order of Play 
 

5.1 Day 1 – The order of play in the foursomes for the first day’s play must be received by the 
organising committee no later than 17:30 on the previous evening. The order of play for the 
singles shall be handed in not less than 30 minutes before they are due to start in the 
afternoon. 
5.2 Day 2 – The order of play in the foursomes for the second day’s play must be received by 
the organising committee no later than 45 mins before the teams are due to start in the 
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morning. The order of play for the singles shall be handed in not less than 30mins before they 
are due to start in the afternoon. 
5.3 In the case of sudden illness or injury in a player being unable to start or complete a game, 
as deemed acceptable by the organising committee, a 1⁄2 point shall be awarded to each team. 
 
6. Method of Scoring 
 

6.1 One point shall be scored for a win in each game in foursomes and singles, and a 1⁄2 point 
shall be scored by each side for a tied game. 
6.2 The winning country shall be the country with the highest number of Game points. 
6.3 In the event of a tie the trophy shall be retained by the holders. 
6.4 The Seve Trophy shall be held by the winning country for the ensuing years. 
 
7. Appointment of Advice Givers 
 

7.1 Each team may nominate two advice givers, whom players on the team may ask for advice 
and receive advice from during the round. The team must identify its advice givers to the 
committee before any player on the team begins their round. 
7.2 The team may change its advice givers during the round but must tell the Committee when 
doing so. 
7.3 The advice giver may not: 

a. deliberately stand in a location or on or close to an extension of the line of play in 
order to assist the player. 
b. point out a line or intentionally walk on the putting green when the ball of a team 
player lies on the putting green. 

Penalty for breach of Local Rule H-2: General Penalty. 
 
8. Caddies 
 

Caddies are not permitted. 
Penalty for Breach of Local Rule: The player gets the general penalty for each hole during 
which any breach occurred. 
 
9. Trolleys 
 

The use of an electric trolley is not permitted. 
 
10. Interference by Weather 
 

10.1 In the event of weather etc curtailing play on any day or days of the meeting the 
Championship Committee, whose decision shall be final, shall decide upon the most equitable 
method, where practical, of bringing the meeting to a conclusion. 
10.2 In the event of the total abandonment of the meeting without a conclusion being 
reached, the present holders will retain the trophy. A ‘no result’ will be recorded.
