A buggy will be provided for each team captain for their use during the event. Please 

collect and return buggy key from the Championship office.   

 

Players are not permitted the use of buggies unless authorised to do so by a referee or 

the Championship Committee.  

 

Captains Meeting 

Team captains/officials to report to the England Golf Championship Office on arrival at 

Formby Golf Club. 

 

A Captains meeting will be held in the upstairs committee room at Formby Golf Club on 

Thursday 25 April at 14:00hrs. An additional representative from each country is 

permitted to attend. 

 

Catering

Method of Scoring 

The match will be scored as follows:
